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Remembering the Yokohama Great Air Raid and thinking about peace

May 29 is the day of the Yokohama Great Air Raid. A little after 9 a.m. on May 29, 1945,
some 440,000 incendiary bombs were dropped on Yokohama, reducing much of the city
center to rubble. The bombings killed 3,650 people and caused over 300,000 casualties. The
Yokohama where we live today was also once touched by war and a site of great suffering.

A resolution adopted in 2018 to foster efforts to promote peace states, “We will never
forget those whose precious lives were lost during the bombings of Yokohama.” This
promise reflects how our city and people will work in their own ways to help realize world
peace.

The Russian invasion of Ukraine has provided another painful reminder of the truth that the
peace we often take for granted is a terribly fragile thing. As we mark 77 years since the
Yokohama Great Air Raid, take a moment to remember the reality of the event, recognize
the senselessness of war, and contemplate how we might achieve a more peaceful world.

A peace memorial related to the Great Air Raid is located near Bandobashi Station on the
Yokohama Municipal Subway line. Please stop by and observe it if you are in the area.

On May 15, 2022, Mayor Yamanaka participated in the “WFP Walk the World” charity walk
event, held in Yokohama for the 15th time this year. One of the missions of the United
Nations World Food Programme (WFP), the world’s largest humanitarian organization, is to
help eliminate child hunger in emerging nations.

On proliferating peace

On August 1 through 26, the United Nations Headquarters in
New York opened the Tenth Review Conference of the Parties to
the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation (NPT). Japan Prime Minister
KISHIDA attended the conference, the first time a Japanese
prime minister has done so. In his address, the Prime Minister
appealed for achieving a world without nuclear weapons, and
presented the “Hiroshima Action Plan” to help accomplish that
goal and pursue nuclear risk reduction.

Representatives explored the treaty’s objectives to promote
disarmament, non-proliferation, and peaceful uses of nuclear
energy, but the final document produced to lay out the direction
of ongoing efforts was not adopted.

The Russian invasion of Ukraine has reaffirmed that “peace” as
we understood it to be a fragile thing, and raises grave concerns
about the possible use of nuclear weapons.

In addition to attending the Hiroshima and Nagasaki peace
memorial ceremonies, Yokohama advocates for the abolition of
nuclear weapons and works to help achieve lasting world peace.

People can only do so much as individuals. Reaching a peaceful
world without nuclear weapons can only be achieved by
combining our efforts and working together. Let us reflect on the
past and contemplate what we can do to not repeat it.

The Office runs the Yokohama Industrial Club to promote goodwill and exchange focused on
Yokohama companies in Shanghai and the surrounding area, and also holds seminars for the benefit of local businesses in China and Japan.
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Yokohama personnel visit Da Nang for first time in 2.5 years to discuss solutions to urban issues

Representatives from the City of Yokohama and two Yokohama Urban Solution Alliance (YUSA) member companies visited Da Nang, with whom
Y-PORT has previously collaborated, to discuss solutions to urban issues faced by the Vietnamese city. Local government agencies are looking
forward to Yokohama’s cooperation on improving waste management, making an industry park more environmentally friendly, and developing
improvements to the port. The visiting representatives introduced some of the city’s expertise and technology related to those areas.

Both sides confirmed that they will continue to work to both strengthen the friendship between the two cities and to apply the technical expert-
ise of firms in the local private sector of Yokohama to help resolve urban issues in Da Nang.
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On August 17, in cooperation with the Yokohama International Organizations
Center, Yokohama presented a program to teach elementary children about
food crises around the world, as well as problems more familiar to them, such as
food loss, which is when perfectly edible food is uneaten and thrown away.

A total of 31 students in grades 4-6, along with their parents or guardians,
attended the program. After learning about the issues of global hunger and food
loss, they formed groups to reflect and share their thoughts.

Many participants gathered around the display area and learned more about
the organizations in the Center.
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Thailand state-owned enterprise visits Yokohama

On August 22, representatives from Dhanarak Asset Development
Co., Ltd., a state-owned enterprise of Thailand, visited Yokohama
to learn about its smart city initiatives.

The group was given an overview of the development of the
Minato Mirai 21 district and the Y-PORT Project at GALERIO. The
Climate Change Policy Headquarters introduced its advancing
energy management initiatives through partnerships with local
companies. The Yokohama Urban Solution Alliance (YUSA) also
presented its CMaas initiatives and described a member company
renewable energy demo project in Thailand.

After the presentations, the representatives toured the observation
deck on the 69th floor of Yokohama Landmark Tower. The
panoramic view of the city from 273 meters up provided an
interactive look into the history and culture of the city through the
development of Minato Mirai 21.

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10th General Conference of Mayors
for Peace held in Hiroshima

On October 19 and 20, the Mayors for Peace
held its 10th General Conference in Hiroshima
for the first time in five years due to the COVID-
19 pandemic. As of October 1, 2022, 8,213 cities
in 166 countries and regions from around the
world have joined as members to support the
call by Hiroshima and Nagasaki for the abolition
of nuclear weapons.

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Youths share perspectives on SDGs at international seminar

On January 13, local university and elementary school students were joined by their
peers in Mongolia, Nepal, the Philippines, and South Korea to give presentations on
their projects related to the SDGs, or Sustainable Development Goals, that they had
worked on for the past six months. Over the course of the project, they met with
each other to discuss issues important to them, explored how they related to the
SDGs, set goals they could achieve on their own, and took action to reach them.

The event also invited a special guest speaker familiar with the SDGs to give an
accessible overview and provide commentary. Over 400 people attended in person
or watched the livestream, hopefully giving many people an opportunity to consider
the SDGs on the individual and community level.

Based on an audience survey, respondents were impressed by the students’ initiative to help contribute to the achievement of the SDGs and
inspired to consider how they could incorporate similar efforts into their own daily lives.
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Exceptional turnout at webinar for Cambodian university
students on living and working in Yokohama

On January 15, the Cambodia-Japan Cooperation Center (CJCC) presented a
seminar, “Working and Living in Yokohama City, Japan”, as part of a job fair
event for students enrolled in the Royal University of Phnom Penh to
encourage new graduates to pursue a career in Yokohama.

In the seminar, personnel from the City of Yokohama outlined Yokohama’s
many advantages, while the Japan External Trade Organization (JETRO)
explained the Japanese job-hunting process. A Cambodian professional
already working in Japan described what it is really like to work for a
Japanese firm and shared her personal impressions. Participation was
outstanding, with the number of participating students far exceeded the
capacity of the physical venue.

On January 17, H.E. Major General (Ret.) Gotsileene MORAKE,
Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the Republic of
Botswana, visited Yokohama and met with Mayor Yamanaka.

The mayor expressed appreciation for the continued friendly exchange
between Botswana and Yokohama'’s Tsuzuki Ward ever since the TICAD
IV event, noting the nearly ten years of exchange between elementary
schools in each region and the joint exhibitions of schoolchildren’s
artwork in particular. Ambassador Morake announced his wishes to
further expand exchange between Botswana and Yokohama, and
indicated his support of Yokohama'’s bid to host TICAD 9.

On January 16 and 18, students from the University of California San
Diego, in Yokohama’s U.S. sister city, visited Yokohama. The trip was arranged through the Japan Ministry of Foreign Affairs “Kakehashi Project”
grassroots program to promote exchange between Japan and North America.

After paying a visit to the International Affairs Bureau on January 16, the group met with various agencies with offices located in the Yokohama
International Organizations Center: CityNet Yokohama Project Office, the World Food Programme (WFP) Japan Relations Office, and the
International Fund for Agricultural Development (IFAD) Japan Liaison Office. They learned about their work and the value of a Yokohama office.

On January 18, the International Affairs Bureau introduced the students to Yokohama’s Y-PORT Project, the city’s diverse international
collaborative initiatives, and its measures to decarbonize, or reduce carbon emissions.
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Yokohama mobility management initiatives highlighted at JICA
training on improving urban transportation in Serbia and Nepal

On January 20, national and local government officials from Serbia and Nepal visited
Yokohama while attending a Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) training
program on improving urban transportation in Belgrade and the Kathmandu Valley.

Buses are the main form of public transportation in Belgrade. During the training session
dedicated to Serbia, the Urban Development Bureau and Road and Highway Bureau
provided explanations of Yokohama’s public transportation policies with a focus on its bus
system.

On the other hand, the Kathmandu Valley region surrounding the capital of Nepal faces
challenges developing and implementing plans to reduce traffic congestion and maintain
roads. During the training session for Nepal, the Yokohama Urban Development Bureau
introduced the city’s comprehensive public transportation coordination plan and mobility
management efforts, and outlined the status of its road and railway development.
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Yokohama sightseeing showcased at Indo Japan Cultural Festival in Mumbai

The Office of the City of Yokohama Representative to Southeast and South Asia presented a booth at the "Indo Japan Cultural Festival" held in
Mumbai, India, on January 21-22. The booth showcased the history of sister city exchange between Mumbai and Yokohama, and fielded many
questions from visitors about sightseeing spots and the best times to travel there.

The head of the office, Mr. Shinagawa, also spoke about the many advantages of Yokohama on the event's main stage.

Mayors for Peace issues Joint Appeal on
one-year mark of invasion of Ukraine

Mayors for Peace, an organization of which Yokohama is a
member city, has issued a Joint Appeal on the invasion of
Ukraine as it approaches the one-year mark. The Mayors of
Hiroshima and Nagasaki met with representatives of G7
countries at their respective embassies to hand-deliver
physical copies.

The Joint Appeal firmly denounces the use of nuclear
weapons, stating that “nuclear weapons must never be
used,” and “the only guarantee to protect humanity and
the planet from the threat of nuclear weapons is their total
elimination.”

Nishi Ward project showcases local SDGs
action, UN-related organizations participate

A Nishi Ward project, “Nishi-ku SDGs Action,” used digital
signage to inform viewers about how 27 of its local
businesses and organizations have acted to contribute to
the SDGs (sustainable development goals) and encourage
interest in the topic.

The “2nd Workshop on Net Zero Emissions
Business Opportunity under Bangkok-Yokohama
City-to-City Pro-gram” was held in a hybrid for-
mat in Bangkok, Thailand, on March 2. Over 200
representatives from companies based in Yoko-
hama and Thailand took part in the event, and
150+ attended in person.

The opening ceremony welcomed remarks from
the Governor of Bangkok and a video message
from the Mayor of Yokohama, sharing hopes for
decarbonization and determination to achieve
carbon-neutral cities.

Presentations introduced the BMA's climate
change measures, carbon credits, initiatives
related to smart cities, and other topics.
Participants engaged in active discussions, and
the event encouraged Japanese and Thai
companies to seek opportunities to coopera-
tively develop net zero emission businesses.

Online job fair highlights Yokohama
opportunities to 500+ students

On March 14 and 15, an online job fair intro-
duced local enterprises to overseas university
and ex-change students interested in Yokohama.

More than 500 students, most from Yokohama
sister or partner cities, attended the sessions.
The Representative Office to Southeast and
South Asia described the advantages of living
and working here, and 8 firms shared infor-
mation and employment opportunities.

The sessions enjoyed a highly positive overall
response, with students asking questions about
Japanese language ability requirements and
which academic majors are in demand. Some
also shared their excitement to apply.
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
